CHECK-IN AND VETTING: 6:15pm to 6:30pm. Bitches without proof of de-sexing to be in vetting area. All dogs must pass through checkpoint by close of vetting. 
JUDGES BRIEFING: Immediately after the close of vetting.
ENTRY FEE: $15  per entry.
CATALOGUE: Available on the Scent Work SA Facebook page  1 day prior to the trial.
ENTRY LIMITS: Entry limit as specified above. Should balloting be required this will occur  on Tuesday 29th April 2026.
ENTRY AMENDMENTS: Competitors must only enter those elements that they are eligible to enter at time of entry. After close of entries no further entries will be received. Any upgrade requests after close must be made prior to the conducting of the ballot. Once the ballot is conducted no further amendments to entries will be permitted.
JUDGING ORDER: As above. Judging may commence with judges and stewards’ dogs followed by the remaining competitors.
SASHES AND PRIZES: Ribbons to all qualifiers. Prizes as outlined in the catalogue.
Competitors should be aware that the Elliot Goodger Memorial Park is a public reserve and members of the public and their dogs may be present at the trial venue, and that the car parking area is a shared space with other organisations (BMX, Football, Netball Clubs) based at the Park.

SEARCH AREA AND TRIAL PRECINCT
All competitors should ensure that they are familiar with the areas indicated in the map that can be accessed on the day of the trial and those areas that should not be accessed unless under direction of a trial official. 
Please remember that the Elliot Goodger Memorial Park is a public reserve and members of the public and their dogs may be present at the trial venue, and that the car park is a shared space with other organisations (BMX, Football, Netball clubs) based at the Park. 
Competitors should not, unless directed by a trial official, go to the front of the Dog Club clubhouse, nor onto the grass training area. Competitors should not go past the start of the netball courts nor on to the BMX track area. 
Do not park in the row of car parks immediately behind the Clubhouse – this area will be the marshalling area.
Please follow the directions of officials carefully.

TOILETS
Competitors will access the toilets along the side of the clubhouse – go along the walkway.

Any competitor absent after 3 calls from the judges steward without prior approval of the judge and trial manager will be marked absent and not be allowed to participate in the search.
